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Education on the Boat - Hope for Tomorrow (18 min.):  In northeastern Bangladesh are wetlands which are inundated by water eight to nine months a year.  The only way locals can move around and communicate in the wet season is by boat. In 2002 a nonprofit organization came forward with the innovative idea to educate the children of this impoverished community. Every day boats go to each house to collect students and teach them - on the boat!

Weathering Change (14 min.) takes us to Ethiopia, Nepal and Peru to hear the stories of women as they struggle to care for their families, while enduring crop failures and water scarcity. The film shows how women and families are already adapting to the climate change challenges that threaten their health and their livelihoods.
